The Shady Cove Open “Coats for Kids” benefit was
originally conceived in 1999 as a golf tournament to
generate funds to purchase winter coats for needy kids
in the upper Rogue River area.

From these beginnings, the tournament has evolved
into a very successful fund raising event.

Tournament proceeds support many needy children that
inhabit the Upper Rogue area that includes Shady Cove,
Prospect and Butte Falls. In Shady Cove, for example,
65% of the 350 youths aged 11-18 live below the federal
poverty line while 12% are homeless. That is 10 times
the national average. Many children have a single woking
parent commuting long distances to work resulting in
unsupervised periods after school and during summer.
As a result, many kids end up in trouble by vandalism,
teen pregnancy, and tobacco and drug use.

A safe, fun youth center supervised by professionals
trained to provide guidance and mentoring, help with
academics, goal-setting, leadership, artistic express,
athletics, internet safety and healthy living was
desperately needed. An ideal building was donated and
concerned citizens pledged sufficient funds to open the
doors of a Boys & Girls Club.

The Shady Cove Open has financially supported this
center from its inception. Your support is needed to
continue assisting the needy kids that benefit from the
Shady Cove and White City teen centers operated by the
Boys & Girls Club of the Rogue Valley.
